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INTRODUCTION.

?}fme Niladiydr is a work on Ethics whose
composition and compilation arz ascribod to a
period when tho last or the third Sangam or
Academy at Madura flourished. Unlike the Fural,
it is not the work of one author kut the produc-
tion of a number of Jaina ascetics, But all the stanzas
or (uatraing were uriginally more or less in a scate
tered state which after o time were compiled and.
edited by one Pathumanir, of whom nothing but his
name is known at preseut. This compiler or the
Editor,if he may be so called, has tried his best to work '
them ito a kind of harmony with the arrangement
of the famous Karal. The result of such a forced and
artificial arrangement is thut the title of a chapter
very often gives little or no clue to the contents
thereof, and it is open to question‘.»+hy one,
parti®alar stanza in one chapter may not with equal
oropipety be transferred to another,  Some of
the” juatrains in a chapter are, we may say without
feavfof contradiction,irrelevant. Some are redundant.
This" remarl applies to certain chapters * as well.
A few of the quatrains may be said to be of a much
older date than the Kural, but most of them are
decidedly of a ‘mcuch later date and often seem to
indicate an acquaintanice with it +

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This work stands next in estimaticn to the
Sacred Fural among the Tamils and throws, as Dr.
Pope observes, a flood of light upon the whole ethi,
cal and social philosophy of the Tamilians.

The misery of embodied existence of the indi-
vidual soul in successite and infinitely varied forms,
and the happiness resulting from the release of the
embodied soul, are often expressed with much force
and illustrated with every kind of figure. Itis
assumed thet conscious existence either on carth
or in heaven or hell is an absclute evil,  The
doctrines expounded in the work are in the main
acceptable to all sects «f the ™Mamil speaking
Hindus. That relating to ¢Old Deeds’ or ‘wpaée’
howevey, differs from that held hy the Hindus in
generaland the Jaina idea is considered to be of &
Jower stafidard. Whatever may be the defects in the
work, theve is in it a ‘strong sense of moral obliga~
tion, an earnest aspiration after righteousness, a fer-
vent unselfish charity aud a loftiness of aim that are
very impr=isive, Some veteran scholars like Pope,
Ellis 4nd others Lave shown in many ways thau they
were really proud of having as their fellow sebject-
such a people as the Tamils who delight so mech in
compositions thus remarkably expressive of hinger
and thirst after righteousness. , Dr. Pope save,
“ They are the foremost amouy thp peoplas of Tudia,
aud the Kuxal and the Nuladi*thaw belped to make
them s0.”

Many of the quatmms wre of an cpigrammatic
character and have become household words thrmurh-

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out the Tamil speaking land. The fifteen millions
of Tamil speaking people now living in South
Tndia and elsewhere, owe their moral nature either
" directly or indirectly to the Naladi and the Kural.

Such is the greatness qf the Niladi, and no
Tamilian, even though it has been called Velin
Vedam’t should ignore its existence and go in search
of other works of other lands which, he way fancy,
will give him a better training jn morality.

It is but nataral for students of Tamil to Favea
desire to know scmething about sveh a work. The
origin of this werk, however, is lost in oblivion, and
theré is no trustworthy account of it now available,
"The tradition concerning this is that at one time
8,000 of the Jain ascetics sought the protection
of the Pandiyan King when the country they
lived in was afflicted Ly a severe famine. ‘'I'hose
sages were in the court of the Pandiyan King for
some years.  When years of plenty succeeded, they
asked leave of the king to depart to their places; but
the kidg was not willing to grant ¢he permission.
Sy all e asceties are said to have departed without
notiéc to their own places in one night.  When this
was known to the king, he felt sorry, and when a
search was ordered to be made, it was found that
each ascetic had Jeft in his seat a quatrain. All these
'were collected and brought before the king, which
seemed 1o be rather disconnected, and he was able
o wake ncither head nor tail out of them. The king
10 anger ordered them to be thrown into the river

'1‘ho Vulus ut the Vdnlns-—n gection of the Tamils,
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Vaikai. Some of them were carried away by the
current, and others floated against it and collect-
ed near the banks in three places. One of these
collectiohs is supposed to be the Naladi and the
other two aré the Pulamoli (up@uwrid) and the Arra
nerichchiram (5/p@sdserain). The latter two cole
lections are ducidedly of an inferior type, and
some of the verses in them cannot be credited
witl: the antiquity claimed for, Thove are other
versions of the tradition not materially different
from, this. But there is one which gives out that
the Naladi comurises the quatrais of certain Jaina
works which floated agains. the current in connection
with the test of the greatness of the Jains in the pre-
sence of K Pandiyan and Tirv Juina Sambandar.
This, however, is not consistent with the tradition
ounected with the disputation of the Jains with
Juane Sawbandar. Very little credit can be givento
these traditions generally., Some scem to interpret
the first tradition in an allegorical wiy, viz—These
are verses of various ancient Tawil poets which
the stream of°*time hasmnot been able to sweep
away into oblivion, * This might be a poss.ble ‘n-
terpretation of the tradition.

Now as to the age of this work. The Rev. G..U.
Pope thinks that this wust have been composed bet-
ween 1 800 and 1200 A. D., and again, probably
‘in the 13th century ] As it has u.h'eady been

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observed some of the quatrains are certainly ancient
-and older tkan the Kural couplets. The Naladistands
first in a stanza $ which enumerates some eighteen
works belonging to a certain class of composition
known a3 Kcelkanakku. All these eighteen are sup-
posed to be of the last Sangam period.The fifth in the
list, viz, the @plure or Kural, is considered to have
been written in the first || century A.D.These works
and others included in two other collectionsknown as
Pattuppittu and Ettuthogai and the Epics like the
Silappadikiram aud the Manimekalai must have zome
into existence eith3r before or at th~ time when the
last Sangam flourished at Madura. Many learned
men would date this Sangam as of the earliest cen-
tury of the Christi.n era, or of the second century.
Others would bring it to the eleventh or the twelfth
century. Mr. L. C Innes, a great Tamil scholar(late
Jndge * of the High Court of Judicature at Madras)
1s one of those who share this view, and hesays that
about 1100 A. D. the so called third Sangam was
being held t (at Madura). He says the period of
Txruvallumr is about this time. } At about the
same_t‘lme, Rudran Kannandr wrote a poem in

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praise of Karikdla Chola and another in praise of
Tondainsan; Sittalai Sattanar was at the coiurt ot
Senguttuvan, the Chera king; 1langovadigal, bro-
ther of Senguttuvan and author of the Silappadiki-
raw, and Sattanar the author of the Man:mel-alai who
both quote Tiruvatlluvar * were contemporaries and
wrote these epics at about this time.

There are a few—and among whom the late
Prof, Seshagiri Sastriyar in his Essay on Tamil
Literature t+—who have gon> ‘o the length of
doubting if ever a Sangrm existed or its existence
were not simply legendary

We shall not, Lowever, waste our time in dis-
proving the last of the three views vxpressed in re-
gard to the last Sangam at Madura. Granting then
the positive existence of the Acadeny at Madura, we
shall have to examine whether the view placing
itin the 11lth or 12th ceutury is soand or that
carrying it to the early centuries of the Christian
era is correct.

First let us take up the former of these tvo
views and examine it in the light cf the internal and
external evidence that we have now at our disposal,
Mr. L.C. Innes in connecticn with the discussion of
the subject of the « Age of Manikka Visagar” in

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anarticle in the Asiatic Quarterly Review, # devotes
some ten paragraphs to the solution of the age of
the last or third Sangam +. We are very much in-
debted to Mr. Innes for his able and excellent
article whick mcxdevtally, in addition to his main
theme, brings out in hold relief the conclusions al-
ready arrived at in regard to the time of some other
well-known names in the Scuth Indian histor:, both
literary and rcligious. But wo are sorry to be obliged
to point out for the present that his coneclusion re-
garding the age of Tituvalluvar and the Sangam is
wrong and utterly intenabie as can be presently seen.
Let ug then first clear the g-ound by proving that his
gonclusion regarding the age of Tiruvalluvar or
his Kural (viz. 1100 A. D.) is wrong. Mr. Innes
says that the Kural, which is quoted in Mani-
mekalai and Silanpadikaram § which he thinks he
hes proved to be of the time of (faja Bdnu (Gaja
Bahu II of Ceyl'n—1142 A. D.) referred to in the
latter work, must have been written some years be-
tore thg composition of these two epics and there-
fore plages it at about 1100 A. D, Perhaps he is
utkioe the impression that the Kural is not quoted
in any other wock of an anterior date. It has
been settled that Nambi Andir Nawbi compiled
the Tamil Saiva Bible or the Sacred Books in Tamil
known'as the Tirumurai about the end of the 10th
ce ntmy (985- 1000) end Mr, Innes fixes his seal

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of approbation to this * In Book XI, page 49,
the Kural 1 is quoted (Distich 1101.) The way in -
which the couplet is quoted in the body of the text
shows in what estimation its author was held and
the hoary ‘antiquity to which the work mus’ belong.
At any rate it is now clear that the Kural is not a
work of 1100 A. D, as supposed by Mr. Innes or
even 285 or 1000 A.D, the time ascribed § to Nam-
bi andar Nambi or even of 825 A. D. which is sup-
posed to be ihe time of Sundarar, one of the Devaram
hymaers and of Seramdn Perumil Niyanir, the
authorof the At yuld (wherein disvich 1101 is quoted)
but very many centuries earlier \than §25 A. D).
The Kural is anterior to the Purandnuru, 1 a very an-
oient work. The Kural has also beea quoted by the
Tamil commentators like Ilambiranar,Sendvaraiyar,
Nachindrkkiuiyar, Perdsiriyar, ™arimelalagar, and
Adiyarkkuaalldr, The period when these men
flourished is not clearly known. 3ut it is certain
that Perdsiriyar lived prior to Nachindrkkiniyar
as the former is quoted by the latter, whcie time
has been fixed to be between the 8th nnd 9th cen-

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Ceylon [He was a contemporary of Senguttuvan,
brother of llangovadigal the anthor of Silappadi-
kiram, end of Karikéila Chola, and he was present at
the court of the Chera king as is mentioned *in the
Epic.] invaded ¥ the Chola Kingdom in revenge for
the Cholas having invaded Ceylon. It has been held
by some that Gajab&hu referred to in the Epic must
be Gajubahu I and consequently the Silappadikivam
(also Manimekalai) must be a work of 113 A.D. or
thereabouts and that Sittalai Sittandr a member uf
the last Sangam being of that time, the last Sangam
must be about that date (113 A. D.) or earlier.

But what M. Tnnes says is this:—The expedi-
tien of Gajablbu was to revenge on invasion of
Ceylon by the Chelas. It is found that from 103 B, C.
e 60 B. C. ‘here were Tamil usurpers ruling in
Ceylon, Tlre close of this perind (90 B. C.) is 203
years prior to 113 A. D. the time of Gajabihu 1.
It seems very improbable, observes Mr. Tunes, that

. .
(1) the desire for revenge could have cou-
tinued so long as 203 years.

(2) the Cholas could have nvaded Ceylot
at this early date (113 A. D.) owing to the dis-
advautage of the geographical position,

He forther points out that there were Tamil
asurpers in Ovylan from 1087 to 1065 A. D. and
ﬂmt (x.xJ.\luLhu 11 roigned in 1142; and from 1065,

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the end of the usurpation period to 1142 a period of
77 years is not very long and the memory of the
usurpation might have sufficiently survived to lead
to reprisals on the part of Gajabihu II.

Therefore Mr. Innes concludes it must be only
Gajabihu IT that is referred to in the Epic as a
contemporary of Senguttuvan but not Gajabahu I.

Again, in 1117. A, D., Raminuja the gieat
Vaishnava Beformer owing to the persecutions of
one Karikila Chola fled to the court of Bitti Leva,
king of Dwira Samudra whom he converted from
the Jaina to the Vaishnava “aith. * Ten years after his
flight (i. e. in 1127) there was a Cholaking, named
Kulottunga 11, vhose (grand?) father Kulottanga [
[ Rajendra Chola IT, 1064(10701)-1113]had a general
named Karunika a, with the title of Tondaiméin.
As mentioned above there was one Karikila Choia
who persecuted Ramanuja, Rudran Kannanar a poet
of the last Sangam age composed two out of the ten
idylls knewn as Pattuppdtte; one was addressed to’
a Kartkila Chola and the other to a prince Toudai-
win, The poews are contemporary laudations. The
Epic Silappadikiram which is of the Sangam age
speaks of Karikila Chola as of that time. At the
time_of the so-called Sangam age there were twe
Kings named Karikile Chola and Tondaimén to
whom poems were addressed and in the period of Ra-
minuja (1127 A. D.) there were also two princes ot
1he<w ldentlcal names. Does npot this, Mr. Innes

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observes, show that they were respectively the
same people, and that the Sangam and the time of
Raménuia coincided ? Of course Mr. Innes would
nuswer in the affirmative and has done so by
fixing 1100 A. D. (1142 or 1127 A.D.) as tiie age of
the last Sangam. The decision pronounced is that
the Sangam age is about 1100 or about the time
when Raminuja flourished. 1t is a pity that the works
included in the Pattuppittu, Ettuthokai and
cighteea Keelkanakku and Epics like the Chinta-
mani, the Silappadikiram and the Manimekalai
are to be pronounced as the works of the time of
Ramfnuja! This injusticc has appealed to our heart
and understanding. Let us consider how far this is
-just or unjust, Let us therefore see whether we can
with justice and fairness reverse the decision o the late
judge and pdss a different judgment in this case or
wliether we shall be obliged simply to uphold his
decision,

With regard to the age of the Kural, we have
already pointed out that his decision is wrong.

Now with regard to his decicion as to the date
of the third and last Sangam—Let us take his
arguments one by one and examine,—

(1) The desire for revenge could no. have conti-
nued for 203 years. Thercfore it was not Gajabihu 1
that tock revenge, but it must be Gajabahu T1.—
The desire for revenge may or may not have' conti-
nued so long. Sometimes it does; but there is some:
thing mote which will help us in finding out the truth.
M. luncs thinks that the usurpetion for which re-
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venge should have been taken is the one ending with
the yoar 90 B.C. (103 B.C. to 90 B.U.). But
the *“Singhalese annale give us an invesion of
Ceylon by Cholas about 247 B, C., a second invasion
o hundred years later and a third in the year 110.
A.D. A counter invasion of Chola tcrritories by.
Singhalese took placein 113 A, D. and subsequent
to this, warfare between the two races was o® cons-
tant occurrence” * This passage makes it clear that
the revenge was for the third Chola invasion of 110
a.D. and that it was undertaken in 113 A. D. (i e
3 years after, v'hen the injury inflicted could uot
have been forgotten) by Ga abshu I,

(2) With regard to his second argument, we may
say that it was not impossible even though difficult
tor the Cholas to invade Ceylon at that period and the
Chola army need not have passed through the Pan-
diyan Kingdom but might have crossed the Bay at
other points in the Tanjore coust, and the last line
of the passage above quoted shows clearly that at
that vbry early time (113 A. D.) warfare between
thy twh races was of constant occurrence. The

alpe of his second argument is thus lost,

(3) Ilis next argument in the light of the in-
folmation given above loses its weight, and there is
no necessity to consider that it was only Gajabdhu II
that should have taken revenge.

The one thing that 1emains to be considered is
how far the Sangam way be taken to Raménuja

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or Raménuja to the Sangam; both of which, [ think,
are impossible.

As far asitis known at present there is only’
one Karikila Chola known to Tamil Literature, and
as far as Tondaiméin is concerned, we may also say
that there is only one Fking of that name known to
literature. The Pattinappdlai, the 9th of the ten
dy'ls is addressed to king Karikila Cliola whose ca-
pital was Pakir, But Karikila Chola of Ramnuja’s
time must be different, the Chola capital at ‘hat
time being Taniore and not Pokir What ss deseribed
in the poem as the capitul of the king is Pukdr
and wof aiy other place. Further areference to this
work being aceepted by king Kirikila made i the
Kalingattupparani  (stanza 21 * of Rajapdram-
pariyam) of about the 11th centurv A. D.+ indicates
clearly that the date of Karikila’s reign must he
placed many centuries prior to the date of the
conuposition of this poem. The list of important
events § described subsequent to the above reference
which should have taken place inthe course of several

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centuries confirms our conclusion that Karikdla Chola
of Pettinappéilai must have lived in the eurly cen-
turies of the christian era and that he cannot be
identified with the KarikAla of Rawinuja’s time.
It is oniy tiadition which gives the name of Rami-
nuja’s persecutor as Karikila Chola. This Karikila is
no Cholaking cither. For there seems to be no room
for a Karikila Chola in the Chola country in the
beginning of Yhe 12th century or the tie of Ra-
méinuja (1117 A. D).  The ground sesms pre-occu-
pied by Rajendra Chola, Vikrama Chola and Kulot-
tnnga Chola, bat?he may'haw beewa local prince,an
ardept saiva, hetween Rijendra’s death and Kulot-
tunga’s (Kulottunga I1) access’on, * This Karikéla
 cannot be the kibg (o whom the Pattinap) dlai was
addresged, Now asto Tondaimdn. The poem Pernm-
pandrrupadar ofp Rudran Kannandr iz addressed to
Yondaimaw lHantiraivan. This might be the king
Tondaimin refared to § by Sundaramurti Navanar,
one of the Deviram hymners. The nature of the
refercpee i gueh that it can be safely inferred that
th(, king Tendaimin preceded the Nayanir by seve-

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who is known to Literature and is a contemporary
of Karikéila, cannot be the same man as Karunlkara
TondaimAn, the general of Kulottunga I (Vijayas
dharan) and the contemporary of Raménuja.

As was shown in the foregoing paragraphs it
may be reiterated here that it was (1) King Gaja-
bahu T that invaded the Chola territory in 113 AD.
(2) ana it was he that was referred to in the Silap-
padikiram as the contemporary of Senguttuvan,
brother of Illangovadikal, and of Karikila. (3) The
Pattinappilai wes addrested to this Karikila and
not to the Karikdlaof Ramfauja’s time. (4) Tondai-
man to whom the Perumpandrrupadai was addressed
was not the Tondaiméin of Ramfliruja’s time bui one
of a very old date,

Now the inference that cannot ke easily challeng-
ed s that Gnjabhdbu I, Karikdla and Sroguttuvan
were of the period when these Epi.s were written
or we may say that the two Epics, the Silappadika-
ram and the Manimekalai were written about A. D.
113 (the time of Gajabihu I) and the Sangem, one
of whose members Seettalai Sittand- being a contem-
porary of Gajabdhu I and the autoor of the tpic
Manimekalai, is of this period. We can roughly say
that the third or last Sangam flourished about the
end of the first or the beginning of the second
centary A. D.

The Naladiyar,a work of the Sangam age (so is
the Kural) must therefore be of the first century
A. D, and cannot be brought down to the eleventh
or twelfth century.
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We have thus ventured to draw certain con-
‘clusicns differing from those of Mr. Innes in the
Asiatic Quarterly Review. Our views are impersonal
and not intended to hurt any one’s feelings. We have
only thought it well for our readers to be familiar
with both these different views. But we shall be
very glad and grateful if our conclusions regarding
