>/ sudo su, - this command will prompt for the password, enter password and elevate the normal

3)  By Pressing CTRL + SHIFT + 3  key, you can enable Typewriter / Unicode Combination, 
 

 

4)  By Pressing CTRL + SHIFT + 4  key, you can enable Typewriter / TACE16 Combination, 

 

5)  By Pressing CTRL + SHIFT + 5  key, will enable English Input. 

 

6)  By Pressing CTRL + SHIFT + 6  key, will enable Application Input. 

 

7)  By Pressing CTRL + SHIFT + 7  key, will enable Browser Input.

1. CTRL + SHIFT + 5  is not a Toggle key between Tamil & English 

2. In Browser Mode, Fast typing will result in missing of Characters.
